Planning Board Applicants
· Mayor Becker explained that the council began looking at planning board applicants last month and Maureen Norman was at that meeting.  Roxana Shell and Lisa McCoy were the other applicants.  The council has the three applications and Ms. Roxana Shell is present this evening.
· Ms. Roxana Shell commented that she has lived in Mineral Springs for five years and owned property two years before that.  Ms. Shell believes that planning is critical and is what is needed to keep Mineral Springs the way that it is.  
· Mayor Becker explained that, as always, the applicants that the council gets for these positions are highly qualified, personable, and knowledgeable.  Mayor Becker deferred to the council on making a decision on the planning board appointment.  Councilwoman Critz commented that the council has tried to have a good selection from around the community rather than having a pool of people from just one area.  In the case of Maureen Norman, that would give the town a more balanced representation geographically.  Councilwoman Neill concurred with Councilwoman Critz in the selection of Maureen Norman because of the demographics.        
· Councilwoman Critz made a motion to appoint Maureen Norman to the planning board and Councilman Countryman seconded.  
· It was noted that Councilwoman Coffey wished to recuse herself from voting on this motion due to conflict of interest (family member); therefore, Councilwoman Critz temporary recalled her motion.      
· Councilwoman Critz made a motion to allow Councilwoman Coffey to recuse herself and Councilman Countryman seconded.  The motion passed unanimously as follows:

· Mayor Becker pointed out that the council might consider in the future of convening a trail committee to begin to oversee the development of trails on the greenway.
5.
Consideration of the Houston Ridge Preliminary Plat and Modifications  

· Zoning Administrator Vicky Brooks explained that the Houston Ridge Preliminary Plat was approved by the planning board; however, since that approval a couple of things have been found that need to be addressed.  One of those things is that the width of the streets should be 20 feet and not 18 feet as shown the plat; this is being taken care of by the land surveyor Mr. Carroll Rushing.  The other issues are the requirement of putting in a through street (stub street) and the length of the cul-de-sacs.  Mr. Rushing commented that when the preliminary plat was submitted they were not aware of the requirement of the connecting street.  Mr. Rushing explained that after the first intersection of the proposed subdivision, they considered the remainder of the streets to the end to be residential streets, which have a minimum radius, according to the Department of Transportation, of a 150’.  Extending the street to an adjoining property will make it a collector street and they will have to go back and change some curves to make them have bigger radii, which can be done.  Extending the cul-de-sacs out to the adjoining property will interfere with two drainfield sites and they will have to get approval from Environmental Health to move those sites, if they say no, a lot will be lost.  Mr. Rushing asked if the council would require them to put the stub street in at this time, not knowing if the adjoining property would ever be developed or if they could just leave it as a right-of-way.  Later if the adjoining property is developed, then that developer could go ahead put in the stub street in.  Mayor Becker noted that there are two possibilities here, Mr. Rushing is asking for one of two modifications or none if the council doesn’t want to grant them.  First, rather than require that the paved connector street go in, that the right-of-way is dedicated with the clearing of the drainfield and straightening out the radius so that it would work and leave it undeveloped, because the whole point of this kind of subdivision is not to cut down trees.  Or second, the council could waive the requirement entirely considering the land next door is a single 30 acre piece that would likely be developed as a conservation subdivision if it is ever developed.   Ms. Brooks asked Mr. Rushing if the roads had to be modified would that cause them to cut down more trees.  Mayor Becker pointed out that he was concerned about the sharp curve, because this is the first that he has heard about that radius requirement, there are some big 20 to 24 inch white and red oaks.  Mr. Rushing explained that they used a sharper radius to get by those trees; there is a lot of difference between a 150’ radius and a 230’ radius, a 230’ radius would be the minimum that they could use if the street is extended out.  Mayor Becker commented that that would bring them 40’ closer to those trees.  Mr. Rushing explained that it would flatten the curve out, they would keep the road the same by the trees, but getting back to the original road and leaving the original road takes a lot more distance.  Councilwoman Critz commented that when the planning board originally did the stub streets to provide connectivity it was so that there would be no through traffic, but to provide easier access from neighborhood to neighborhood for the people that lived within the neighborhoods.  This was done prior to any of the conservation design; this is a left over from the earlier planning perspective.  Ms. Brooks noted that the planning board has recommended a text amendment to avoid this, because we are backed up with these modifications tonight.  The strict language of our ordinance is obviously something that was overlooked when the town was modifying the ordinances for conservation subdivisions.  Councilwoman Critz noted that cutting more trees and adding more impervious surfaces doesn’t make sense to the overall objective.  Mayor Becker commented that connectively and conservation are almost mutually exclusive in the conservation subdivisions, when you get closer to downtown the town will probably want more connectivity.  There was a consensus of the council to waive the requirement of the stub street.  

· The council went over the Findings of Fact as required in Section 206.3 of the Mineral Springs Subdivision Ordinance on the modification request for Houston Ridge as follows:

(a) That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting said property such that the strict application of the provisions of this Ordinance would deprive the applicant of the reasonable use of his land.  The intent of this modified conservation subdivision is to maintain open space, to save as many trees as possible, and to keep impervious surfaces to a minimum.  It would be unreasonable to require the developer to follow practices that would contradict the tree preservation and other conservation requirements of the Memorandum of Understanding.

Councilwoman Critz made a motion that this statement was true and Councilwoman Coffey seconded.  The motion passed unanimously as follows:

(b) That the modification is necessary for the preservation and enjoyment of a substantial property right of the petitioner.  Requiring the installment of a 20’ stub street that currently will not connect to anything will only cause the destruction of the natural vegetation of the property and diminish the value of the adjoining lots.
Councilwoman Neill made a motion that this statement is true and Councilwoman Critz seconded.  The motion passed unanimously as follows:

The town council agreed to a modified conservation subdivision of this parcel and is regulating development under a MOU that only applies to this property.

Consideration of Ordinance Modifications for Proposed Conservation Subdivisions – McNeely Farms and the Power Engineering Project
· Mr. Randy Mosby, the engineer for McNeely Farms, commented that he has been doing consulting work in Florida for approximately twenty five years; this is one of the first times he has been involved with a client who did not want to maximize the density, did not want to take out the trees, or maximize their profits.  This project began back in June and it is now at the preliminary plat stage.  This is a family project and they are trying to meet the intent that Mineral Springs has with the conservation subdivisions.  A letter was sent out to the council, which is included in the agenda packet, requesting a modification to the language of the Subdivision Ordinance.  It is Mr. Mosby’s hope that when it’s done and someone else comes in to follow the conservation subdivision they’ll say they will do it like McNeely Farms did it.  This is learning lesson, for himself, Ms. Brooks, and the other people he has been working with in the town.  Ms. Lisa Giovanniello introduced herself and explained that they have tried to design the subdivision so that each owner’s land will be bordered by trees; this property had been clear cut four years ago and prior to her purchase of it.  There aren’t many great trees in the center where they had taken all of the great stuff out, but because there are awesome creeks that run through the property they were forced to leave the tree stands when it was clear cut.  The creeks have actually determined the lot lines and the roads were put in based on the lay of the land to travel with the way that it goes up and around and to the left and toward the back where there will be 32 acres of conservation land.  When they found out that the road didn’t really meet the requirements of the ordinance, they were shocked.  The railroad track abuts the property at the back and the Nature Conservancy is on the left and some private property to the right side, so there is really no way to tie the road back without cutting down more trees along the creek.  Ms. Giovanniello pointed out that the only piece of property that really adjoins their property is a ten acre tract that also falls under the conservation requirements, so there really isn’t a place to put in a connector road.  Mr. Mosby pointed out that the roadways are 22’ in width.  Mayor Becker commented that he was looking at the radius of these roads and if one of the roads were turned into a through street, those radii are way too small to meet DOT standards and so they would not be able to miss features if those roads had to have the curves flattened out in order to connect.  Mr. Mosby explained that the only way they could meet the requirements of the ordinance would be to put in a loop street on this small 70 acre tract and preserve the conservation land as necessary and he didn’t feel that it could be done.  They have 54% of the land conserved in conservation land and conservation easements, if they try to move the road through the project to maintain a loop road in the project they would lose too much of the natural beauty of the site.     
· The council went over the Findings of Facts as required in Section 206.3 of the Mineral Springs Subdivision Ordinance on modification requests on McNeely Farms as follows:

(a) That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting said property such that the strict application of the provisions of this Ordinance would deprive the applicant of the reasonable use of his land.  The intent of this conservation subdivision is to maintain open space, to save as many trees as possible, and to keep impervious surfaces to a minimum.  Since the town is requiring conservation practices, it would be unreasonable for the town to then require the developer to follow practices that would defeat the conservation purpose.

Consideration of Approving the Copper Run Street Lighting Proposal
· Mayor Becker explained that the Mineral Springs Zoning Ordinance requires that any public lighting (street lights/athletic lighting) be approved by the town council.  The fixtures that they are putting in are the same as the ones in Brantley Oaks.  They are more than 1800 lumens and they don’t have the complete full cut off characteristic, but because of their frosted glass and the type of light, they are not spots or floods and will not put glare on the roadways or the people’s homes.  Councilwoman Critz commented that she has seen the lights at Brantley Oaks many times and they do not have glare.  Mayor Becker noted that the average spacing is five to six hundred feet and this seems to be in keeping with the spirit of the lighting ordinance.  
· Councilman Countryman made a motion to approve the Copper Run Roadway Lighting application and Councilwoman Neill seconded.  The motion passed unanimously as follows:

Consideration of Approving the Copper Run Final Plat Phase II
· Ms. Brooks commented that the planning board recommended approval of the Copper Run Final Phase II final plat contingent upon the town receiving the surety bond for road maintenance.  Ms. Brooks explained that Copper Run did submit the surety bond; however, the wording was not appropriate and Copper Run was asked to revise it.  Mayor Becker pointed out that the wording was such that the bond would be in force for one year after substantial completion of the improvements, meaning that when that road was paved the clock starts running and in a year the bond doesn’t cover it anymore.  Our ordinance clearly states that the bond must guarantee maintenance until the roads are accepted for dedication by NCDOT.  

· Councilman Countryman made a motion to accept the Copper Run Final Plat Phase II with the contingency of the appropriate surety bond and Councilwoman Critz seconded.  The motion passed unanimously as follows:

Councilwoman Coffey suggested that Ms. Brooks talk with some of his subordinates, because Mr. Niblock has a lot on his plate.  There was a consensus of the council that Copper Run should be a little more neighbor friendly.

Consider Recalling a Public Hearing for Tree Preservation and Landscaping Text/Text Amendments and Calling for a Public Hearing on a Conditional Use Permit

· Mayor Becker explained that the Enquirer Journal failed to run the ad for the tree preservation and landscaping language and text amendments; therefore, we are asking that the council recall for that public hearing. Request for Sewer Capacity Allocation
· Mayor Becker explained that he spoke with Larry Raley today and asked him if he wanted the council to adopt a resolution in an effort to cover all ways of getting the county commissioners to look at what is good and in the public’s interest.  Mayor Becker met with Christy Putnam, Spiro Kaltsounis, and Larry Raley; Ms. Putnam didn’t think that Mineral Springs met the criteria for being added in as a post facto priority three project; however, Mr. Raley felt we should still have the resolution on the record.  Mr. Raley suggested that specific capacity numbers not be included, and that the wording in the proposed resolution be changed to “for these six projects, appropriate capacities as determined by the project managers and Union County officials” under be it further resolved.  Ms. Brooks noted that the resolution should be R-2007-04.

FOR ALLOCATING WASTEWATER TREATMENT CAPACITY
 AS A THIRD-PRIORITY PROJECT

R-2007-04


WHEREAS, Union County adopted a Policy for Allocating Wastewater Treatment Capacity (“Policy”) on September 17, 2007; and


WHEREAS, Section 8.5 of the Policy describes a process for entities who have not been included in the Policy to apply for Third Priority status; and


WHEREAS, the process described in Section 8.5 of the policy requires that an entity had submitted a Development Submittal to Union County Public Works (“UCPW”) between the dates of February 7, 2005 and February 7, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the Town of Mineral Springs received a request from UCPW dated May 26, 2005 for land-use plan information to provide input on wastewater capacity needs (exhibit “A”, attached); and


WHEREAS, the Town of Mineral Springs responded to UCPW on June 16, 2005 with specific water and sewer requests (Exhibit “B”, attached); and 


WHEREAS, in that response, the town wrote: “Add a gravity sewer main, sized appropriately for future growth, along the NC Highway 75 right-of-way between the intersection of NC75 and Potter road and the existing Little Twelve Mile Creek interceptor. This line would serve the downtown area and allow for enhanced non-residential development”; and


WHEREAS, UCPW advised the town in their May 26 letter that they would “hold a meeting to solicit your review and input prior to finalization of the Master Plans”; and




WHEREAS, the town was never subsequently notified of any such meeting; and



WHEREAS, no additional opportunities were provided by UCPW prior to 
February 7, 2007 for the town to provide specific capacity figures; and


WHEREAS, the town now is in a position to update their June 16 submittal with requests for specific users;
