Opening

· Mayor Becker called the meeting to order.

Consideration of Minor Text Change of Article 14
· Mayor Becker explained that there were some additional amendments that need to be made in order to be in compliance with the Federal Emergency Management Agency.
· Councilwoman Cureton made a motion to adopt the proposed text amendments as presented.  The proposed text amendments are consistent with the town’s adopted comprehensive plan, the Town of Mineral Springs Land Use Plan adopted October 12, 2006 and the Vision Plan contained therein.  The Land Use Plan recommends that the town council establish a system of periodic review of the town ordinances to be sure that they are up to date and effective as possible.  The proposed text amendments are reasonable and advance the public interest.  Councilwoman LaMonica seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously as follows:

· The text amendments are as follows:

Section 14.14.2 – Development in Floodplain by Granting of Variance

Addition – 

(4) Electrical, heating, ventilation, plumbing, air conditioning equipment, and other service facilities shall be designed and/or located so as to prevent water from entering or accumulating within the components during conditions of flooding to the Regulatory Flood Protection Elevation.  These include, but are not limited to, HVAC equipment, water softener units, bath/kitchen fixtures, ductwork, electric/gas meter panels/boxes, utility/cable boxes, hot water heaters, and electric outlets/switches.
14.14.3 – Specific Standards
Amend – 

(g) (4) Service facilities such as electrical and heating equipment shall be elevated in accordance with Section 14.15 (1)(d) of this Ordinance.

Addition – 

(g) (6)  Accessory structures shall not be temperature controlled. 
Amend – 
(h)(5)  Service facilities such as electrical and heating equipment shall be elevated in accordance with Section 14.15 (1)(d) of this Ordinance.
